IBAE 2010 Conference concludes today

Catalyzing growth for the fledgling Business Aviation sector

 New Delhi, Friday, February 26, 2010: The first of its kind, the Indian Business Aviation Expo (IBAE) 2010 held at Hotel Lalit, concluded today on an encouraging note to the fledgling business aviation sector in India.

Addressing the delegate Mr. Atul Sharma, Managing Partner, Link Legal, crisply pointed out the need to define policies for GA and the necessity to put in concerted effort for framing the guidelines. He added, “Focus has (so far) been big cities, but for development of GA integration of smaller cities is important”.  He discussed about the challenges faced by the aviation sector today such as; Ground handling, Fueling, Flight catering, Hanger Facilities, Legal Issues regarding land acquisitions, workforce absorption, balance growth in the environment and fiscal issues.

Aviation sector in Asia Pacific region is expected to grow by 4% in the year 2010, with 1 trillion USD investments, projected. Compared to China, the investment is 1/5 and 1/100 as compared to that of United States. Development and air traffic management are the key investment areas for the connectivity of metros with other cities in the country. 

There are 454 airstrips in India, with most of it being underutilized; therefore huge capital investment is required in order to have all the airstrips of international standards. “Public Private Partnership is the best option available to share the cost factor” said Mr. Raheja. He concluded by suggesting the focus to be on the following:

· Ground Handling
· Fueling 

· Flight catering

· reserve of fire fighting equipments

· Space for hanger facilities 
Addressing the legal issues, Mr.Kundra, Partner, KUndra and Bansal, spoke about Land acquisition, balance of growth with the Environment (noise pollution norms ) and the workforce absorption norms. Speaking on the land acquisition and the Public Private Partnership he touched upon the unemployment, by insisting on the workforce absorption norms. 
Indicating to the need for MRO facilities in India, Mr. Balaram, added,” the importance of MRO, which is responsible for 64% of the flight delays and has an expected growth of 8% annually (in India), cannot be overlooked.” 

Vishal and Sandeep fro Infosys, spoke about the revolution in the Information Technology which could be utilized for an efficient work flow of various sub sectors of the industry like MRO, CNS,/ATM ex.

The event provided a platform for synergy between professionals from different sub sectors of the industry. In an open forum Capt. Bill Minkoff concluded by saying, “General Aviation has to lead to (the growth of) Business Aviation – and for the government has to provide the catalyst”
